BOARDERS’ CONCERT IN AID OF SHELTERBOX 
 

 
 
 

St Mary’s boarders showed their musical and performing talent in their annual 
concert, which involves all of the boarding students, led by the Head 
Boarders. The poster (above) and tickets were designed by Year 11 and 
Upper Sixth boarders. 
 
All kinds of musical and dance traditions were represented: from classical 
piano solos and duets, to traditional Korean, Mexican, Russian and Albanian 
dancing. The boarders put their salsa dancing lessons to full use as a group 
of ten staff and students performed. Five boarders created a balletic kung-fu 
scene, while another group treated the audience to a ‘body percussion’ 
dance. The concert was rounded off in style with versions of ‘Oh Happy Day’ 
sung by the Sixth Form choir and ‘It’s a Small World’, sung in many different 
languages by the International Choir.  
 
Headmistress Miss Avery called the concert “a feast of visual and musical 
entertainment” and said the performances were “a testament to everyone’s 
hard work.” 
 
The concert raised over £300 for the charity ShelterBox, that provides 
emergency aid for victims of natural and other disasters worldwide. 
 
Head of Boarding, Mrs George, said of the event: “It’s marvellous that the girls 
have organised such a full programme of entertainment in amongst their other 
study and extra-curricular commitments. The concert showcased both the 
boarders’ talents and multi-cultural heritage.” 
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
